But then, just as it seemed he was ready to be re-
leased for adoption, he had yet another lung infec-
tion — this time so bad that he had to be rushed to
- the vet’s office. After several things were ruled out,
- Knapp Veterinary Hospital diagnosed him with lung
- worms. Now he’s back with his foster mom, who is
diligently taking him for follow-up appointments and
administering the antibiotics he’ll need for his 45-day
treatment regimen.
